FAMILY:

FULL:
Individuals over the age of 18.  Full members can sail at all times, subject to the sailing rules of the Club, and can vote at Club General Meetings.

HALF/SOCIAL:
Individuals over the age of 18.  Effectively a social membership.  Half members are not barred from sailing at the Club, but are not expected to sail more than two or three times a year.  Half members cannot vote at Club General Meetings.

ADULT STUDENT:
Individuals over the age of 18 who are in full time education.  Student members can sail at all times subject to the sailing rules of the club.  Student members cannot vote at club general meetings.

JUNIOR:
Individuals under the age of 18.  Will need a Club Member to act as a Guardian if a parent is not a Club Member.  Junior members can sail at all times, subject to the sailing rules of the Club.  Junior members cannot vote at Club General Meetings.
