Formation of Merlin Rocket Association at TSC

Aims and Objects

· The name of the organization shall be the Thames Sailing Club Merlin Rocket Association (MRA)
· Membership will consist of all owners and regular MR crews who are members of Thames Sailing Club.

· The objects of the MRA will be to further the interests of the above-mentioned Class within TSC as well as to govern the sailing and racing of Merlin Rockets at TSC. To further the interests of the Association within the broader sailing community and with the MROA. The Class Captain will introduce new members to the working of the Association; to the paperwork and obligations of MR ownership; to encourage and assist their involvement and participation in racing at TSC.  
· The affairs of the MRA will be managed by an elected Class Captain and those to whom he/she delegates.

· The Class Captain will be elected annually. 

· The MRA will meet annually –Annual general meeting - and at other times during the year when deemed necessary. Two weeks notice must be given of any meeting. A meeting may be called by the Class Captain or by any three MR owners. 
Rules of Racing Merlin Rockets at TSC (Internal events and series).
· Boat Certificate: In order to participate in racing at TSC MR owners shall not be required to have an updated boat certificate in their own name.

· Class Membership: In order to participate in racing at TSC MR owners shall not be required to be a current member of the Merlin Rocket Owners Association.
· Winning a series: Any MR owner accepting an award for winning a series or event at TSC will provide an up to date certificate in their own name that shows their current sail plan. (Individual races not included. To be administered by class Captain)
· Buoyancy: Merlin Rockets racing at TSC shall be required to pass the MROA prescribed buoyancy test annually and have this recorded by the Class Captain.

· The Sailing Committee will be asked not to proceed with a protest based on the grounds of boat certification or Association membership.

· The Sailing Committee will be asked to consider any MR without current buoyancy to rank as DNS with regard to racing at TSC.
